4.5 Next screen allows you to enter your name and your company's name.  Installed will use 

this information for subsequent installation. Enter in formation and click Next  

4.6 Next screen allows you to choose the instalation folder. Default folder is selected. If you

If you are sure to start installation 

then Click Next.

8.6 MEDIA TOPICS

specified in the MediaNoteTaker options.  

 

MediaNoteTaker recorded files can be directly played in MindManager. Externally 

attached media files can only work with the Media Topics  if converted . 
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To convert a topic with a hyperlink to a media sample to the MediaNoteTaker 

Topic , right -click on it and select Convert  to MediaTopic . 

 

  

When the Topic is converted, the corresponding media sample is copied to the map 

sub-folder of the MediaNoteTaker  folder.

4. Select audio recording options.  Options include recording in WAV,MP 3 or WMV.   

5. It is recommended to use Compression Mode to keep file size to a minimum.  

6. Before recording volume can be tested by clicking on the Play Button under Test

1. In the MediaNoteTaker Ribbon, in the Recording Group , click on the 

Record from Device     or press Alt+ V. 

2. The Video Device Recorder opens  
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13. Check that the proper video capture device is selected on the Video 

Device Recorder: If it is not shown, define the video recording devices in 

the MediaNoteTaker Options   

 

14. Select video recording options.  Options include recording in AVI or MPEG, ASF (WMV), 

MKV, WebM (VP8).  If an MP4 or FLV output is required use the Media File Converter 

to convert recorded video to these formats.  

 

15.  There are a range of video recording options that are accessed by clicking  video 

Recording Options Tabs.  

 

 

 
 

16.   It is recommended to use Compression Mode  to keep file size to a minimum when 

recording in AVI.  

17. Before recording a video from Web Cam, Video Device or file the output file and b e 

viewed / tested by clicking on the Play Button . 

 

18. The Video device is activated and the recorder preview is activated.  
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19. Adjust the video settings as required. 

 

20. Click on the Record  button   or press Ctrl+R .  

 

21. The Video  Device Recorder is minimized to the  Windows desktop icon tray.  

 

22. a dialogue opens prompting you to record. .  

 

23. Click yes. Video recording starts.  

 

24. Click on the Pause button    or press Ctrl+R  

to pause video recording. 

 

25. If the Create a new Media on Record automatically  option is selected in 

MediaNoteTaker opt ions , then after clicking on the Record  button    a new media 

record will be created.  

 

If the Create a new Media on Re cord automatically  option is not selected in 

MediaNoteTaker options , then after clicking on the Record  button    

recording of the current media sample will be resumed.

Video: Use drop-down lists to define the video recording device, the 

recorded video size, and type of compression used for the recorded 

video sample. 

 

Sett ings :  Define the folder, in which the recorded media samples will be 

stored. Select the Create a new M edia on Record automat ically 

option to start  recording a new media sample when the user clicks 

Record  after pausing media recording. 
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8.4 Storing recorded media 
 

STORING RECORDED MEDIA 
 

 

The default folder for storing recorded media is defined in the 

MediaNoteTaker options.   

 

For each map, a new folder with the map unique identifier (numbers and 

letters combination) is created in this folder. For each recorded sample, a 

new file is created in the correspond ing map folder: 
 

To vie w the path  to  the recorded media sample and its name, select the 

topic with the attached media sample and, in the M edia Editor pane, right-

click on it and select Propert ies . You can copy the path to the media 

sample and its name from the Propert ies window. 
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9 PLAYING MEDIA 
 

9.1 PLAYING MEDIA RECORDED BY MEDIANOTETAKER 
 

 

To play the media s ample recorded by M ediaNoteTak er: 
 

1. Open the MediaNoteTaker task pane . 

2. Select the Media Topic  or Topics that contain media to be played.  

3. The selected media appears in the playlist in the Media Editor  pane. 

 

NOTE: when the Media Topic  is selected, the media samples of all its sub -

topics (which are Media Topics) are also added to the playlist in the Media 

Editor  pane. 
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4. Click on the Play butt on  ,or select Play in the right-click menu, or 

press Enter. The media is played. The video sample is played in the 

M edia Player pane. 

5. Click on the Pause butt on or press Ctrl+ P to pause media playing. 

After that click on the Play butt on or press Ctrl+ P to resume media 

playing. 

6. Click on the Stop butt on or press Ctrl+ S to stop media playing. 
 

7. Use the Speed butt on  to define the speed of media playing. Select 

the required speed from the drop-down list. You can change speed of 

media playing without stopping the media playing. 

 

8. Use the Volume butt on  to define the media playing volume. Use 

the slider to increase/ decrease media volume. Click on the Volume 

button to turn on/t urn off volume without stopping media playing. 

 

9. Use the slider in the bott om of the Media Player pane to wind media 

quickly.

TO PLAY THE EXTERNAL MEDIA SAMPLE : 

 

1. Add the media sample to the MindManager topic as a hyperlink. 
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2. Right-click on the topic and select Convert  to  M ediaTopic. 

 

 
  3. Play the media sample as the media sample recorded by MediaNoteTaker.  
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9.3 PLAYING SEVERAL MEDIA SAMPLES 
 

 

PLAYING SEVERAL MEDIA SAMPLES 

 

1. Open the MediaNoteTaker Task pane. 

2. In the Map  view, select the Media Topics  that contain media to be played.  

3. The selected media appears in the playlist in the Media Editor  pane. 

 

NOTE: when the Media Topic  is selected, the media samples of all its sub -topics 

(which are Media Topics) are also added to the playlist in the Media Editor  pane. 

 

4.Click on the Play button  , or select Play in the right -click menu, or pr ess 

Enter, to start playing media.  

  

Media samples in the playlist is played sequentially.  

 

To move to the media sample placed before the currently playing sample , 

click on the Previous  button  . 

 

To move to the media sample placed after the currently playing sample , click 

on the Next  button  . 

 

To play the playlist contents repeatedly , click on the Repeat button  . In this 

case, if there is only one sample in the playlist it will be played rep eatedly. If 

there are several samples they will be played to the last one and then played 

from the start.  For example, if there are three sample (1,2, and 3), then if this 

option is not selected they will be played 1 -2-3, and if this option is selected th ey 

will be played 1 -2-3-1-2-3-.. 
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10 MANAGING MEDIA 
 

 

10.1 SPLITTING MEDIA SAMPLE 
 

 
 

TO SPLIT A MEDIA SAMP LE: 

 

1. Select a Media Topic  with a media sample to be split.  

 

Before the media is split a check is run to see if the video uses codec 

(MP3/XVID). If the codec is different a dialogue prompts to convert media file 

with the MP3/XVID codec.  

 

 

 

The progress dialog will be shown confirming the conversion.  
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The Converted file is stored in the map folder and has the same name 

as original sample (GUID) but with "converted" added to it (Ex: 

803fe473-ffd4-4402-85c7-6194a6472645(Converted).wmv).   

 

NOTE: In the map the media hyperlink refers to the original file.  

The file marked as ŗ(Converted)Ř is a temporary one and can be re -used for 

splitting the media file again but it will be removed if  the consolidate 

functionality is used.  If the same file needs to be split again le the conversion 

will be required again (after consolidate).  

2. The media sample appears in the playlist in the Media Editor  pane. 

3. Click on the Split  button   or press Ctrl+L.  

4. The Split -  MediaNoteTaker  dialog window opens.  

5.     Use buttons and the slider in the bottom part of the window to play the 

media 

  Sample.   

6. Add the breakpoints in one of two ways:  

 

Through the Media player toolbar:  Move to the required place in 

the media sample using the slider or media player buttons.  Click on 

the Breakpoint  button . 

 

Through the Management toolbar : In the  Frame spin-box, enter the 

number of the frame, on which  the breakpoint will be added.  Click on 

the Add button . 
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7. Added breakpoints are shown in the Breakpoints  list. You can add as 

many breakpoint as necessary.   

 

Please note, there should be at least 30 frames between the nearest 

breakpoints . 

 

8. To remove the created breakpoint , select it in the Breakpoints  

list and click on the Delete  button  . 

 

 9. To replace the created breakpoint with a new one , select the 

breakpoint in the Breakpoints  list, in the Frame spin-box, enter the 

number of the frame, on which   the breakpoint will be added, and click 

on the Change breakpoint  button  . 

 

   10. When all breakpoints are defined, click on the Split  button.
